Oliver eventually
refocused his career to become a highly
successful financial advisor and broker,
providing service to business communities
throughout Southwest Washington.

It is especially fitting that Ellis Oliver,
through his family legacy and this series,
continues to bring information about
successful and innovative business practices to
the community.

The
international entrepreneur has built and operated
significant telecom networks in Russia, Belarus, and
Uzbekistan. Even further outside the proverbial box,
Loges founded and operated a commercial radio
station in St. Petersburg, Russia.

Clay Loges is typically associated with the kind of
original thinking that disrupts established practices to
create new business opportunities.

One of his enterprises is Yodia—short for “your
audio”—a Web-based service that allows individuals
to record and match their voice comments to their
digital photos. Yodio was selected by PD World as
one of the 25 sites to watch in 2010.
